Tara started life at the
Arizona Humane Society
(AHS).  Born with six
siblings to a seriously
underweight mother, Tara
was soon moved to foster

care, where she flourished.  Then came the bad
news:  Tara and her kitty family were
diagnosed with ringworm.  In keeping with their
policy, AHS would have them euthanized. 
Tara's foster mom was in tears.  "How can they
euthanize these cute little puffs of fur over
something so treatable?"  

Within hours, Foothills Animal Rescue was
contacted and agreed to take on Tara's case. 
She made a complete recovery.  Unfortunately
for Tara her troubles were just beginning. 
Weeks later, she was diagnosed with upper
respitory infection -- and it was bad.  Her eyes
became infected, she developed a cough, and,

were lucky enough to
foster three identical
kittens, each with severe respiratory infections
(URI).  The three brothers came with names,
but because they loocked so similar there was
great difficulty keeping track of who had and
who had not been medicated.  Happily, each
kitten wore a different color collar -- one red,
one blue, and one green.  Soon, in an effort to
tell them apart, they became known in our
home as Red Kid, Blue Kid, and Green Kid.  Not
very original, but when you have fostered as
many kittens as we have and you are
medicating each one, you go with what is easy. 
As a result of their names, they quickly became
known as The Rainbow Kids. 
 
Despite numerous vet trips and experimental
rounds of antibiotics it soon became a reality: 
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sadly, one eye was so swollen it wouldn't
open. When the swelling came down the
damage was apparent:  Her eye was ulcerated
and beyond repair.  It would be removed.
