Goose came to us in June of 2023 at just 3 weeks
old with his sister Gink. A good Samaritan found
these kittens in a side yard. Upon intake, it was
determined that it was best that they go  into
foster care immediately. When their weight and
feeding habits were more mature, they came back
to the shelter in early August. Goose had met a
couple that were interested in adopting him, but
went home to think about the adoption.  That is
when we discovered ringworm on Goose...

Goose’s ringworm treatment lasted two months.
With the investment of our resources, Goose went
into isolation where he was treated with daily
medication and lime sulfur dips twice a week.
Throughout the treatment, Goose’s potential
adopters had fallen in love with him and decided
that they wanted to adopt him when his treatment
was complete. 

On November 4th, after 142 days in our care,
Goose’s treatments were over and was
adopted by his devoted new family.

Ultimately, the staff decided that she needed more intensive behavior training and
sent her to a specialized program for crate training. Giselle excelled at Rockin’ Paws
Dog Training and Boarding, where she learned how to place, leash manners and
crate train. She finally had the expertise and structure she needed to thrive.
